Application Instructions
Licensure by Examination
To apply for licensure by examination, please submit the following documents (except for national examination scores taken in another state which must be forwarded directly from Licensed Psychologists Data Source).  

VERY IMPORTANT: Applicants who plan to obtain post-graduate training in Virginia MUST register as a resident in psychology prior to beginning supervision and make application at the time of the registration of residency by submitting forms 1, 2, 4, 6, and the official transcript.  However, an applicant may fulfill the residency requirement, or some part thereof, in the pre-doctoral practicum supervised experience, as prescribed in Regulation 18VAC125-20-54.D., by reporting the hours of experience, as certified by the program director, on the optional form described below. Note that Virginia residents in psychology are eligible to take the examination prior to the completion of supervision.

Completed and notarized application (Form 1) with fee.

Verification of Pre-Doctoral Supervised Practicum Hours (Optional Form).  Hours completed in pre-doctoral practicum supervised experience may be used to fulfill the residency requirements for licensure.
________
Post-Degree Supervision Registration (Form 2) with fee.  If your residency has already been completed outside of Virginia, you will need to submit Form 3 instead.  Likewise, if your pre-doctoral practicum supervised experience will completely fulfill the residency requirement, no post-doctoral supervision is required.  However, if your pre-doctoral practicum hours are less than 1500, you will need to complete the balance of your residency hours under supervision and submit Form 2 for consideration.

Internship Verification (Form 4) in an unopened envelope with the name of the individual                                          signing the form over the seal.

Licensure/Certification Verification from another jurisdiction (Form 5), as applicable.

Areas of Graduate Study (Form 6).

National examination (EPPP) scores (if applicable).

An official transcript in an unopened envelope with the Registrar’s stamp over the seal.               Note that if an applicant has completed ALL degree requirements, but the transcript does not document that the degree has been awarded solely because of the institution’s schedule for conferring degrees, the  requirement may be met by submission of an official letter from the institution’s graduate psychology  program’s chair attesting that the applicant has successfully fulfilled all educational requirements to earn the degree, but that due to the institution’s schedule, the degree has not yet been conferred. The transcript and the program chair’s letter must be sent in sealed envelopes directly to the Board’s office.
Applicants are requested to review THOROUGHLY the Regulations Governing the Practice of Psychology to determine eligibility for licensure prior to applying, as fees are non-refundable.  
Applications are reviewed monthly and decisions are provided to you in writing.
