APPLICANTS MUST SIGN A NOTARIZED STATEMENT ON THE BACK OF THE APPLICATION FORMALLY ACKNOWLEDGING THAT THEY HAVE READ, UNDERSTAND, AND WILL ABIDE BY THE STATUTES AND REGULATIONS.  THIS MEANS THAT LICENSES CAN BE ISSUED IMMEDIATELY UPON RECEIPT BY THE BOARD OFFICE OF ALL REQUIRED DOCUMENTS AND FEES, PROVIDED THAT THE APPLICANT IS QUALIFIED FOR LICENSURE.

Instructions to the Veterinary Technician Licensure Applicant

The Laws Governing Veterinary Medicine and The Regulations Governing  Veterinary Medicine can be accessed at http://www.dhp.virginia.gov/vet/vet_laws_regs.htm.  
To be considered for licensure, you must be a graduate of an American Veterinary Medical Association (AVMA) accredited school of veterinary technology with a degree in veterinary technology or have taken and passed the Veterinary Technician National Exam (VTNE), hold a current license, certification or registration in another state, and practiced as a veterinary technician for two of the proceeding four years as a veterinary technician.  You cannot practice veterinary technology in Virginia without a license.  
All applicants for licensure as a veterinary technician must provide the following to the Board office at the address on the next page:

· A completed, properly executed application. (http://www.dhp.virginia.gov/vet/vet_forms.htm) In addition to providing the requested information, the applicant must sign before a notary the statement attesting to his reading, understanding and willingness to comply with the statutes and regulations governing the practice of veterinary medicine and veterinary technology in Virginia.
· Payment of the licensure fee which must accompany the application. The fee for licensure is $30 for an active license and $15 for an inactive license.   (An active license is required in order to practice in Virginia.)

· Transcript certifying graduation with an associate degree in veterinary technology from an AVMA accredited school.  The transcript must denote the date your degree was conferred.  NOTE:  The transcript may be received directly from the school or will be accepted in a sealed envelope from you provided the seal from the school has not been broken. Copies of diplomas will not be accepted in lieu of official transcripts.  
· A report from the American Association of Veterinary State Boards  of a passing score on the Veterinary Technician National Examination.  The link to the Online Score Transfer Request Application is included for requesting to have your score transferred to Virginia.   (https://aavsb.org/Application/Default.aspx?Service=15 )  If you have any questions regarding this form please call the AAVSB at (877) 698-8482.  (If you sat for the VTNE in Virginia, you will not have to have the score transferred but be sure to indicate this in the space provided on the front of the application.)
· Certification of licensure, registration or certification from each state board from which the applicant currently holds or has ever held a license, certification or registration to practice as a veterinary technician.  This should be sent directly by the state board or again, may be sent by the applicant provided it is in an envelope sealed by the state board, and the seal is unbroken.
