ESTABLISHMENT OF

A QUORUM:
With three members of the CMT Advisory Board present, a quorum was established.

CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Schibner called the business meeting to order at 10:12 a.m. Welcome and introductions were done for (2) new advisory board members.
OLD BUSINESS:
An overview was done of the minutes from the last Massage Therapy Advisory Board meeting held on April 4, 2011. Minutes were approved.

An update was given on the Board of Nursing actions regarding the recommendation from the April 4, 2011 meeting. Board members were given a copy of the Draft of Legislation provided by Ms. Yeatts. The Draft Legislation is currently pending the 2012 General Assembly. Ms. Yeatts informed the advisory board members that we should know tentatively by December 1, 2011 if the Draft legislation will be included in the Governors packet.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Ms. Bowers-Lanier informed the advisory board members that the Virginia Chapter of the American Massage Therapy Association (AMTA) is proposing to submit a bill to require licensure for massage therapist in Virginia instead of certification. This would increase portability and give a more generalized and basic scope of practice for massage therapist.
NEW BUSINESS:
New Board members Kristina Wright, CMT and Michael Vines, CMT gave an overview of the New Board Member Orientation held on September 24, 2011.  Both new advisory board members commented that the orientation was beneficial.

Ms. Krohn gave an overview of the FSMTB’s 6th Annual Meeting she attended October 13-16, 2011. The FSMTB is currently working on a professional licensing report that will be sent electronically to State Board Members. The FSMTB has a new candidate handbook coming out and they also now offer the MBLEX exam in Spanish. Ms. Krohn attendance at the meeting was funded by the FSMTB.


Mr. Schibner announced his official resignation from the Massage Therapy Advisory Board effective today. Ms. Douglas and Ms. Krohn thanked Mr. Schibner for his contributions.
Because all advisory board members were not present at today’s meeting, a motion was made by Mr. Schibner to recommend Ms. Wright as the interim chair of the Massage Therapy Advisory Board until the Advisory Board could meet with all members present. At that time, a chair and co-chair will be nominated and voted on by the advisory board members. (The co-chair position was left vacant by Ms. Kaestner term ending.) The motion was seconded by Mr. Vines and carried unanimously.

A QUORUM:
With five members of the Board present, a quorum was established.

FORMAL HEARINGS:
Jeffrey Thompson, CMT 0019-003365
Mr. Thompson did not appear.

Olivia Exterovich, Adjudication Specialist, represented the Commonwealth. Ms. Baer was legal counsel for the Board.  Wanda Blanks, court reporter, recorded the proceedings.

Jennifer Challis, Senior Investigator, Department  of Health Professions; Emily Dowling, massage therapy client; and Claire Gruenfelder, HR Director were present and testified.

CLOSED MEETING:
Ms. Lane moved that the Board of Nursing convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711(A)(27) of the Code of Virginia at 2:36 P.M., for the purpose of deliberation to reach a decision in the matter of Mr. Thompson. Additionally, Ms. Lane moved that Ms. Power, Ms. Krohn, Ms. Blanton and Ms. Blanton attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting is deemed necessary and their presence will aid the Board in its deliberations.

The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

RECONVENTION:

Ms. Wright moved that the Board of Nursing continue the massage therapy certification of Jeffrey Thompson on indefinite suspension and indefinitely suspend the right to renew the certification until such time as Mr. Thompson can appear before the Board and demonstrate that he is safe and competent to return to practice. The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

This decision shall be effective upon the entry by the Board of a written Order stating the findings, conclusions, and decision of this formal hearing panel.
