REGULATORY COMMITTEE:  KEVIN DOYLE, Ed.D.




         Dr. Doyle reported that the Regulatory Committee




addressed the AAMFT proposal at the 11/2/06





meeting and asked for a motion for the full Board





to accept the two requests from AAMFT.  Linda





Seeman so moved and John Penn Turner seconded





the motion.  Discussion followed and the motion passed





unanimously. 





Dr. Doyle further reported that there is a current NOIRA





for regulatory changes regarding endorsement and porta-





bility language.  A meeting will be held on December 6,





2006 to develop and finalize language for these issues.





Input from the Virginia Counselors Education and





Supervision Association will be included.




CONTINING EDUCATION AUDIT:  BEN FOSTER




Mr. Foster reported that the audit letter went out on





August 18, 2006 by certified mail and were due back




by September 29, 2006.  Seventy two (72) licensees





were randomly selected plus three licensees who got





CCA’s in 2005.  All 72 packets have been accounted for





by coming back completed or being returned after three





delivery attempts as is required by certified mail.





Audit reviews this year resulted in eight CCA’s,





two IFC’s to be scheduled. and  were requested to





provide more information.  



PUBLIC PARTICIPATION GUIDELINES:  BEN FOSTER




Mr. Foster deferred this to Elaine Yeatts.  Ms. Yeatts





gave an overview of the PPG regulations and stated that




currently they are identical for all Boards.  A staff




workgroup was formed and a Summary of
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Recommendations was developed.  Ms. Yeatts stated




that the Board needed to adopt a new NOIRA containing




proposed amendments to the PPG.  Dr. Stith so moved




and Dr. McAdams seconded the motion which passed




unanimously.



CREDENTIALS COMMITTEE:  MARY LOU ARGOW




Ms. Argow reported that 8 coursework appeals were





reviewed and that 1 was approved and 8 were denied.





She further reported that 2 supervision appeals were





reviewed with one being approved and one requiring





more information. One endorsement appeal was reviewed





and denied.  Also, three attestations were reviewed with





one being approved and two being deferred pending





more information.





Ms. Argow also reported that the Committee will begin





to develop “descriptors” for the core content areas using





CACREP and COMAFT as models.  Dr. Stith





volunteered to compile this information and will submit





it to Board staff for dissemination among committee





members.  A draft will be prepared by committee





members and hopefully finalized at the February 2007





meeting.
