Necessary for Recording or Broadcasting a Hearing

1.
The hearing will be conducted consistent with the Virginia Freedom of Information Act.  Any portion of an open session may be recorded.  

2.
Cameras and microphones may be placed only in designated areas.  A staff person will be available to identify these areas. 

3.
Without prior permission, no person may enter the area marked off by ropes.  

4.
Please do not approach any Board member for a question or comment.  Board members cannot answer any questions or make any comments.  A staff person has been designated as the Board spokesperson to answer questions.  

5.
Please do not film or take pictures of any papers on the tables.  Many of the documents are patient records or otherwise contain information regarding an individual's medical history, and are considered confidential to protect the privacy of the individual.

6.
No artificial lighting, including flashbulbs, is permitted.
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
