PRELIMINARY MATTERS:
Mr. Pedrotty presented Commonwealth Exhibit #3, in addition to Commonwealth’s Exhibits 1 and 2 which had been sent to Dr. Tinoosh with the formal hearing notice, for the Board’s consideration in deliberating on this matter. 

RULING:
Hearing no objections from Mr. Cochran on behalf of Dr. Tinoosh, the exhibit was so marked and admitted into evidence.

DISCUSSION:
The Board received evidence and sworn testimony from witnesses called by Mr. Pedrotty on behalf of the Commonwealth.

MOTION:
At the conclusion of the Commonwealth’s case presentation, Mr. Cochran made a Motion to Strike.  Mr. Cochran argued that the Commonwealth had failed to meet its burden to prove the allegations in the notice by clear and convincing evidence.


Mr. Pedrotty argued that the Commonwealth had met its burden by clear and convincing evidence through the testimony of the witnesses called to testify and the evidence provided in its exhibits. 

CLOSED SESSION:


Upon a motion by Dr. Ransone, and duly seconded by Dr. Mackler, the Board voted to convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711.A(27) of the Code of Virginia, for the purpose of deliberation to reach a decision regarding Mr. Cochran’s motion to strike.  Additionally, she moved that Ms. Marschean, Dr. Harp, and Ms. Dixson attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Board in its deliberations.  

RECONVENE:
Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of §2.2-3712 of the Code, the Board re-convened in open session and announced its decision.
