Ms. Douglas emphasized this is an 




issue for special conference committees as well as agency subordinate informal 




conferences and findings of fact should reflect rationale on why probation is 




determined as appropriate action (i.e. nursing practice issues) rather than the 




Health Practitioners Intervention Program.
