Others participating in the meeting were Howard M. Casway, Senior Assistant Attorney General; Wayne Halbleib, Assistant Attorney General;  Jay P. Ms. Hale moved to summarily suspend the professional nursing license of Donna Henson pending a formal administrative hearing and to offer a consent order for indefinite suspension of her license in lieu of a formal hearing.  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.
