TELEPHONE CONFERENCE CALL
November 7, 2011
A telephone conference call meeting of the Virginia Board of Nursing was held November 7, 2011 at 9:00 A.M. The Board members participating in the meeting were Patricia M. Wayne Halbeib, Senior Assistant Attorney General, presented evidence that the continued practice of nursing of Rhonda Thompson, LPN 0002-076379 may present a substantial danger to the health and safety of the public. 
Dr. Hahn moved to summarily suspend the license of Rhonda Thompson pending a formal administrative hearing and to offer a consent order for indefinite suspension of her license in lieu of a formal hearing.  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.
