Ms. Minton moved that the Special Conference Committee of the Board of Nursing certify that it heard, discussed or considered only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements under the Virginia Freedom of Information Act and only such public business matters as were identified in the motion by which the closed meeting was convened.


The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.


Investigative reports regarding ten registered nurses and one practical nurse were reviewed.

Dr. Schultz moved to offer ten of the above individuals a prehearing consent order in lieu of further administrative proceedings.  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.


Dr. Schultz moved that one of the above individuals should be scheduled for an informal conference.  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.
