NEW BUSINESS

Current Legislation – 2006 Session of the General Assembly

Ms. Yeatts provided a current list of active legislation being presented to the members of the General Assembly highlighting those bills that will have a direct impact on the Board of Medicine if passed.  This document was provided for information purposes only and did not require any action.

Dr. Everhart opened a brief discussion regarding the appropriate way for a practitioner to answer inquires as to whether they have ever been investigated by the Board if it was determined that there was no violation and no disciplinary action was taken.  Dr. Harp pointed out that if the practitioner is aware of an investigation conducted by the Board then the practitioner is obligated to answer in the affirmative.  

Charge of the Subcommittee on Continuing Competency

Dr. Harp informed the committee that as a result of a proposal from the December 16, 2005 Legislative Committee meeting, a subcommittee comprised of Dr. Cothran, Dr. Everhart and Mr. Heretick would be meeting later in the day to discuss the issue of continuing competency as it relates to assuring the competency of a physician who had been in a specialty for many years returning to the practice of primary care.  Dr. Cothran suggested that the issue of initial competency also be discussed and also a possible requirement for new Virginia licensees to be board certified in their specialty.
