DISCUSSION:

Additionally, he moved that Dr. Harp, Ms. Dixson, and Ms. Scher attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Committee in its discussion.  

RECONVENE:

PRELIMINARY MATTERS:
