Deanna Petit-Sailor, LPC Applicant, Case #114127 
DISCUSSION:
Ms. Petit-Sailor failed to appear before the Committee in accordance with a Notice of the Board dated May 18, 2007, to consider her application for licensure and to inquire into allegations that grounds exist to deny her application.
CLOSED SESSION:
Upon a motion by Dr. Conner and duly seconded by Ms. Argow, the Committee voted to convene a closed meeting pursuant to ( 2.2-3711(A)(28) of the Code of Virginia for the purpose of deliberation to reach a decision in the matter of Deanna Petit-Sailor, LPC Applicant.  Additionally, she moved that Ms. Larimer, Ms. Jones, and Ms. Pollick  attend the closed meeting, because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Committee in its deliberations.

RECONVENE:
Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of § 2.2-3712 of the Code, the Committee reconvened in open session and announced its decision.

DECISION:
Upon a motion by Dr. Conner and duly seconded by Ms. Argow, the Committee made certain Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, and voted that the application of Deanna Petit-Sailor for licensure as a licensed professional counselor in the Commonwealth of Virginia be denied, as she did not meet the requirements as set forth in

regulation 18 VAC-115-20-45(4).

As provided by law, this decision shall become a Final Order thirty days after service of such Order on Ms. Petit-Sailor unless a written request to the Board for a Formal Hearing on the allegations made against her is received from Ms Petit-Sailor within such time.  If service of the Order is made by mail, three additional days shall be added to that period.  Upon such timely request for a formal hearing, the decision of this Credentials Committee shall be vacated.
