Additionally, he moved that Ms. Larimer, Mr. Opper, and Ms. Pollick attend the closed meeting, because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Committee in its deliberations.

Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of § 2.2-3712 of the Code, the Committee reconvened in open session and announced its findings.

DECISION:
Upon a motion by Dr. Scott, and duly seconded by Dr. Conner, the Committee made certain  Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, and voted that Mr. Vipperman be required to take six hours of Board approved Continued Competency training in Professional Identity & Ethics for mental health service providers, as well as six hours of Board approved Continued Competency training in the Effects of  Trauma.  Documentation of completion of these trainings must be

submitted to the Board no later than December 31, 2009.
