	Linda A. Jones-Rogers, D.M.D. appeared without counsel, to discuss her application by examination to practice dentistry in Virginia, and allegations that grounds may exist to deny issuance of a license, in that:
1. Her license to practice dentistry in the State of New Jersey was restricted as a result of alleged failure to diagnose a periodontal condition previously discovered by the patient’s initial treating and/or consulting dentist; and 

2. On her application received by the Board on June 8, 2007, she answered “No” to Question 3(h) which reads, “Have you ever had any of the following disciplinary actions taken against your license to practice dentistry, your DEA permit, Medicare, Medicaid, or are any such actions pending:  suspension/revocations, or probations, or reprimand/cease and desist, or monitoring of practice, or limitation placed on scheduled drugs?”  Pursuant to the 1991 New Jersey Consent Order, she was ordered to “cease and desist” from performing crown and bridge dentistry until she had completed the required continuing education courses as outlined in the Consent Order.
