	Discussion of Proposed Legislation to Recognize Dental Assistants I and II:


	Ms. Reen announced that the proposed legislation had been sent to the PPG list, with August 8, 2007 as the due date for any comment.  In light of the receipt of negative comment and the authority given by the Board to the Executive Committee to address any public comment, the Executive Committee meeting had been called to discuss the public comment made to date.  Ms. Reen commented that the proposed legislation had received mixed support and referenced the correspondence in the agenda packet.
Ms. Yeatts recommended that, in light of the opposition to the elimination of §54.1-2712.1, that the phrase “in accordance with regulations adopted by the Board” be inserted at the end of the existing language in §54.1-2712.1.  
Ms. Sissom moved to maintain the existing language in §54.1-2712.1. and add the phrase “in accordance with regulations adopted by the Board” at the end of that section.  The motion was seconded and passed.

With respect to proposed §54.1-2730, Ms. Reen referenced comment received requesting that certification by other organizations outside of the credentialing organizations recognized by the American Dental Association be acceptable.  The Committee agreed that the Board accepted only ADA accredited programs with respect to licensure.

Ms. Sissom moved to advance proposed §54.1-2730 as written.  The motion was seconded and carried.
