	A quorum of the Board met pursuant to §54.1-2408.1 of the Code of Virginia to receive information and determine whether Dr. Hull’s continued practice of dentistry constituted a substantial danger to public health and safety.

	Dr. Pirok moved that the Board convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711.A(28) of the Code of Virginia to deliberate for the purpose of reaching a decision in the matter of Richard R. Hull, D.D.S.  Additionally, Dr. Pirok moved that Board staff, Sandra Reen and Cheri Emma-Leigh, Board Counsel, Howard Casway, Administrative Proceedings Division staff, Gail Ross, Enforcement Division staff, Carole Crutchfield, and Office of Attorney General staff, James Schliessmann, attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Board in its deliberations.  The motion was seconded and passed.


	Reconvene:
	Dr. Pirok moved to certify that only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements under Virginia law were discussed in the closed meeting and only matters as were identified in the motion convening the closed meeting were heard, discussed or considered by the Board.  The motion was seconded and passed.


	Decision
	Upon review of the information presented by James Schliessmann, Assistant Attorney General, the Board determined that Dr. Hull’s continued practice of dentistry constituted a substantial danger to public health and safety.  
Mr. Stith moved to adopt the decision of the Board and to summarily suspend Dr. Hull’s license, simultaneous with the institution of proceedings for a formal administrative hearing, pursuant to Section 54.1-2408.1 of the Code of Virginia.  The motion was seconded and passed.
