Further, Dr. Holley is required to complete 7 hours of continuing education in Pediatric restorative dentistry within 6 months from the date of entry of the Order and pass the Virginia Dental Law exam within sixty days from the date of entry of the Order.  Dr. Holley’s practice shall be the subject of one (1) unannounced inspection by an inspector/investigator of the Department of Health Professions. The inspector/investigator shall obtain and copy a random sample of at least ten (10) of Dr. Holley’s patient records for review by the special conference committee.
