	Ms. Ross reported that the Committee found Dr. Meeks supervised dental assistants who adminstered nitrous oxide on two occasions, prescribed medications to two indiviuals outside of a bona-fide practitioner-patient relationship, failed to document the quantity and or type of anesthetic administered to three patients and that he provided treatment that was not within the head and neck region of the body.  
The sanctions reported by Ms. Ross were that Dr. Meeks shall complete not less than 7 hours of continuing education in recordkeeping and risk management, take the Board’s jurisprudence exam and be assessed a $2,500 monetary penalty.
