Welcome and Introduction of Healthcare Workforce Data Center-Dr. Elizabeth Carter
· Dr. Carter welcomed the attendees and gave the committee a brief overview of the Healthcare Workforce Data Center (HWDC) and the reports and data that have been posted to the website. 
· Dr. Carter announced that the new Virginia Health Workforce Development Authority has been awarded a $1.9 million federal grant and that HWDC will be assisting with data collection, analysis, and reporting.
Goals-Dr. Elizabeth Carter
· Dr. Carter discussed with the group that the ultimate goal is to create a survey that is relevant to dentistry’s workforce issues and policies.  The group agreed that two surveys should be created initially, one for dentists and one for dental hygienists. In subsequent years, surveys for other dental professions should be developed. 
· The members were asked to consider whether any others should be asked to join the committee to ensure representation from the various areas of dentistry.
Review of Existing Survey Materials-Dr. Elizabeth Carter
· Dr. Carter distributed a copy of the current Physician’s survey to show the committee the survey structure and to provide an idea of the types of issues covered by the questions (i.e., demographics, practice type and location, specialty area(s), anticipated retirement timeframe). 
· The committee will be sent, by email, copies of surveys from other states for additional reference in creating the dentistry survey and staff’s review of the relevant policy literature. 
· The next meeting will be scheduled in February and will be held telephonically. At that time, the committee will evaluate the literature review and provide direction as needed.  They will also begin drafting survey items.
