DHP Director Update & Healthcare Workforce Center Update:  Ms. Ryals

· Ms. Ryals is very pleased with the progress that has been made over the past year in the Healthcare Workforce Data Center.  She announced that Dr. Elizabeth Carter has taken over as director of this program with Ms. Beck is staying on in a part time capacity to work with the establishment of the sub-committees.
