Welcome & Introductions: Mr. Cribbs
All meeting attendees introduced themselves to the Healthcare Workforce Data Advisory Council.  Mr. Cribbs gave a brief welcoming statement and the meeting was started at 10:04 A.M.
HWDC Director Update:  Dr. Carter
· Since the last meeting in October 2009, the nursing and physician committees have been very busy.  The physician’s committee formed the PA workgroup to prepare the PA survey.  The nursing committee formed the CNA and NP workgroups to prepare the CNA and NP surveys.  The NP survey is still under review

· The finalized nursing reports have been published and are posted on the DHP website.    
· Brief overview of the Physician’s Supply and Demand report written by Mr. Crow.  Dr. Carter stated that this level of reporting will probably not continue unless additional funding is provided.
· The Council was in agreement with the letter from Senator Houck to establish the next committees as Behavioral Science Licensed professions, regulated Dentistry professions, Pharmacy, Physical Therapy and Occupational Therapy.
Communications Director:  Ms. Powers
· A two page concept report on the release of Physician’s data was distributed to the Council for review.  Council members have until mid-July to provide feedback to Ms. Powers.  

· Council members agreed that it is imperative that the Center’s role as a source for valid and reliable Virginia licensee workforce data and its role in speaking to demand issues is limited be made completely clear to all parties reviewing the reports.
· It was agreed that the Physician’s Supply and Demand report focus on data and that the title of the report be changed as it is currently misleading.

Chief Deputy Director:  Mr. Owens

Mr. Owens wanted the Council to know that he and Dr. Reynolds-Cane are in full support of the Center and that it’s importance to the Commonwealth as a source of accurate data.
Council Discussion:  Mr. Cribbs

· In final discussion, committee chair J. Cribbs stated that the openness in conversation, chemistry among the committee members and the sustainability of the committee is the key to the success of the Healthcare Workforce Data Center.
