Healthcare Workforce Data Center Update
· Ms. Beck announced the end of year one (1) for the Healthcare Workforce Data Center.  In year two (2) we will focus on Dentists, Dental Hygienists, Physician Assistants (Physician Extenders), Nurse Practitioners and Nursing Assistants.  A three (3) month extension has been requested as the grant money for year one (1) has not yet been spent due to the savings in NOT having full time employees.  The savings allowed the Healthcare Workforce the ability to hire Lacey Research Associates, The Lewin Group, purchase SPSS and GIS software, purchase AAMC data and add reference books to the department library.  Additional grant money has been requested for the remaining nine (9) months of year two (2).
· Kenneth Studer will have the Workforce Data cleaned and to Tim Dall in just a few days.  Per Ken it is excellent data.

· Dr. P. J. Maddox will be taking the work that has been completed by Lacey Research Associates and creating polished reports that can be used for presentation.
· Over the next five (5) years the DHP Healthcare Workforce will be adding the remaining 29+ professions to the workforce surveys.
