Minutes of the July 30, 2009 meeting were not reviewed.
DHP Healthcare Workforce Data Center Update 
· Ms. Ryals spoke on the need of accurate supply and demand data to be used by DHP.  The Governor will be using this data in a press conference to inform Virginia of the current status of Physician and Nursing supply and demand.
Consultant Reports: The Lewin Group
· Mr. Tim Dall reviewed with the committee (by conference call) a PowerPoint presentation that The Lewin Group has prepared on Physician Supply and Demand for Virginia. 
Committee Discussion on the Lewin Group Report
· Overall, the committee would like more time to review and digest the data.

· Dr. Maddox feels that the “Demand” is over-stated for the entire population.
· There were no calculations in the presentation that represent insuring the uninsured.

· The committee agreed that Virginia is currently “growing our own” physicians.  

· The Southwest area of Virginia is, and will remain, at a flat growth rate due to population shift.

· Physicians appear to be more focused on working fewer hours, no matter their age.

· NC and PA are Virginia’s biggest competitors for “stealing” our physicians.

· Applications are “up” for all groups.
· Virginia has a higher level of expected health care.  Do utilization rates reflect this?  Mr. Dall does not yet have this data for Virginia, only national.

· Have Mr. Dall run scenarios as 300, 400, 500 & 600.  

· The comprehensive reports need to be at a level that the general public understands.

· The methodology needs to be posted to DHP’s website.
· The Lewin Group needs to provide Fact Sheets once data is complete.

· All committee comments and suggestions should be forwarded to Ms. Beck.

· Dr. Maddox reviewed with the committee the Fact Sheets that she created on Physicians, RNs and LPNs in Virginia.
