Dr. Jadhav advised that he knew Dr. Madden since they had previously practiced at the same facility several years ago.  Therefore, he recused himself from participating in the call or 

DISCUSSION:
The Board received information in order to determine whether Dr. Madden’s ability to practice medicine and surgery constituted a substantial danger to public health and safety. 




Mr. Schliessmann provided details of the case to the Board for its consideration.  
MOTIONS
Dr. Bell moved that the license of Dr. Madden be summarily restricted pending an informal conference to fully hear the matter.  The motion was duly seconded by Dr. Everhart and discussed.



Dr. Mosby made a substitute motion to summarily suspend, rather than restrict, the license of Dr. Madden pending a formal hearing of the matter.  The motion was duly seconded by Dr. Dalton, and discussed.

VOTE:
On a vote of 7-5, the Board voted to adopt Dr. Mosby’s substitute motion.

DECISION:
On the substitute motion by Dr. Mosby, the Board determined that Dr. Dr. Madden’s ability to practice medicine constituted a substantial danger to the public health and safety and voted to summarily suspend his license simultaneous with the institution of proceedings for a formal administrative hearing pursuant to Section 54.1-2408.1 of the Code of Virginia.   

VOTE:
The vote was 7-5 in favor of summarily suspending the license of Dr. Madden. 
ADJOURNMENT:


The Board adjourned at 7:15 a.m.
A formal hearing will be scheduled before the Board for a final determination regarding this pending matter.
