DISCUSSION:
Dr. Ahmed appeared before the Board in accordance with a Notice and Statement of Particulars dated January 8, 2008.  He was assisted by R. Wayne Nunnally, Esquire.  However, Mr. Nunnally left the proceeding at approximately 1:10 p.m.


The Board received evidence and sworn testimony regarding the allegations in the Notice from witnesses called to testify and Dr. Ahmed.


Throughout the proceeding, various objections were noted by Mr. Garrett, on behalf of the Commonwealth, and Dr. Ahmed.  All were ruled on by Mr. Heretick, as Chair of the proceeding and were so noted in the record.

CLOSED SESSION:


Upon a motion by Dr. Cothran, and duly seconded by  General Adams-Ender, the Board voted to convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711.A(28) of the Code of Virginia, for the purpose of deliberation to reach a decision in the matter of Dr. Ahmed.  Additionally, he moved that Ms. Marschean, Dr. Harp, and Ms. Dixson attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Board in its deliberations. 



At approximately 12:20 p.m., the Board went into closed session to deliberate.  Mr. Heretick noted for the record that Dr. Ahmed advised that he was leaving and would not wait for the Board to render its decision.
RECONVENE:


Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of §2.2-3712 of the Code, the Board re-convened in open session and announced its decision.

DECISION: 
Upon a motion by General Adams-Ender, and duly seconded by Dr. Mosby, the Board made certain Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, and voted to revoke Dr. Ahmed’s license.
