DISCUSSION:
Dr. Stein appeared before the Committee in person in accordance with an Amended Notice of the Board dated September 14, 2007.  Dr. Stein was represented by Michael L. Goodman, Esquire.  


The Committee fully discussed the application for reinstatement and the allegations in the Notice with Dr. Stein and received information from other witnesses who appeared before the Committee.

 CLOSED SESSION:
Upon a motion by General Adams-Ender, and duly seconded by Dr. Dalton, the Committee voted to convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711.A(15) of the Code of Virginia, for the purpose of consideration and discussion of medical and mental health records of Dr. Stein.  Additionally, she moved that Dr. Harp, Ms. Dixson and, Ms. Bennett attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Committee in its discussion.  

The motion was amended at the request of Mr. Goodman and Ms. Bennett, to include Drs. Wilson, Pade, Pushkin, and Investigator Vicky Fox.

RECONVENE:
Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of §2.2-3712 of the Code, the Committee re-convened in open session and continued its discussion.
CLOSED SESSION:


Upon a motion by Dr. Dalton, and duly seconded by General Adams-Ender, the Committee voted to convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711.A(28) of the Code of Virginia, for the purpose of deliberation to reach a decision in the matter of Dr. Stein.  Additionally, she moved that Dr. Harp and Ms. Dixson, attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Committee in its deliberations.  




Dr. Dalton also announced that the Board had received letters and calls from the public noting that they did not support reinstatement of Dr. Stein’s letter.

RECONVENE:


Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of §2.2-3712 of the Code, the Committee re-convened in open session and announced its decision.

DECISION:
Upon a motion by General Adams-Ender, and duly seconded by Dr. Dalton, the Committee made certain findings of fact and conclusions of law and voted to deny Dr. Stein’s application for reinstatement.

 VOTE:
The vote was unanimous.

ADJOURNMENT:
The Committee adjourned at 6:40 p.m.

As provided by law this decision shall become a Final Order thirty (30) days after service of such Order on Dr. Stein, unless a written request to the Board for a formal hearing on the allegations made against him is received from Dr. Stein, within such time.  If service of the Order is made by mail three (3) additional days shall be added to that period.  Upon such timely request for a formal hearing, the decision of the Special Conference Committee shall be vacated.
