The drafts were discussed in anticipation of recommendation of Emergency Regulations for consideration by the Executive Committee August 8, 2008.  The Board members present, in collaboration with VOTA members developed a possible framework for COTA regulations, which if agreed upon by the Executive Committee could be in effect sometime in December.  Topics discussed included fees, educational requirements and responsibilities in the practice of occupational therapy.  Eugenio Monasterio, MD moved to approve the regulations as discussed.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
