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On September 3, 2009, at 1:05 p.m., at the offices of the Department of Health Professions, a panel of the Board convened pursuant to Va. Code §54.1-2400(13) in order to consider Dr. Tinoosh’s Motion to Postpone the Effective Date of the Board’s Order entered July 13, 2009. 
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The Board received oral argument from Mr. Cochran and Mr. Pedrotty regarding Dr. Tinoosh’s Motion to Postpone the Effective Date of the Board’s Order entered July 13, 2009. 
CLOSED SESSION:


Upon a motion by Dr. Ransone, and duly seconded, the Board  voted to convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711.A (27) of the Code of Virginia, for the purpose of deliberation to reach a decision in the matter of Dr. Tinoosh.  Additionally, she moved that Ms. Marschean, Dr. Harp and Ms. Deschenes attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Board in its deliberations.  

RECONVENE:


Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of §2.2-3712 of the Code, the Board re-convened in open session and announced its decision.

DECISION:
On a motion by Dr. Mackler, and duly seconded by Dr. Ransone,  the Board voted to stay the monetary penalty imposed on Dr. Tinoosh pending the court’s ruling on her appeal of the Board’s Order entered July 13, 2009.
