      Regarding a possible request for rule-making to remove the requirement for supervising  

      physicians to see patients at least every fourth visit, Ms. Houle stated that this matter has
      been deferred until next year.

3. Licensure of Physician Assistants

    Mr. Fender expressed concern regarding the requirement for physician assistants to maintain
    current NCCPA certification to remain licensed in the Commonwealth of Virginia.  He stated
    that unlike many other professions regulated by the Board, PA’s are required to pass exams
    for recertification.  He opined that this constitutes an undue burden on PA’s who have been 
    in specialty practice for years, as the recertification exam is of a general nature.   After some  

    discussion Mr. Fender moved to request a PRE NOIRA to look at the possibility of removing               

    section 18VAC85-50-56B from the regulations. The motion was seconded and carried.
