Ms. Bennett moved that all witnesses that would be testifying for either party be sequestered.

RULING
Hearing no objections, the Chair granted the motion and all witnesses were removed from the meeting room.

Sheehan, and upon a motion by Dr. Hoffman, and duly seconded by Dr. Mackler, the Board voted to convene a closed meeting pursuant to §2.2-3711.A(15) of the Code of Virginia, for the purpose of consideration and discussion of medical and mental health records of Dr. McNamara.  Additionally, she moved that Ms. Marschean, Dr. Harp, Ms. Bennett, and Ms. Yelverton attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Board in its discussion.  

RECONVENE:
Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of §2.2-3712 of the Code, the Board re-convened in open session.

Additionally, he moved that Ms. Marschean, Dr. Harp, and Ms. Dixson attend the closed meeting because their presence in the closed meeting was deemed necessary and would aid the Board in its deliberations.  

RECONVENE:


Having certified that the matters discussed in the preceding closed session met the requirements of §2.2-3712 of the Code, the Board re-convened in open session and announced its decision.

DECISION:
Upon a motion by Dr. Hoffman, and duly seconded by Dr. Dalton, the Board made certain Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law and voted to deny Dr. McNamara’s petition for reinstatement and ordered that he may not petition in not less than six (6) months from entry of the Order.
