#1.  Review of public comment
Ms. Yeatts discussed the public comment that was submitted to the board relative to the development of  regulations for the profession.  The only comment submitted was from the Virginia Academy of Sleep Medicine (VASM).  Dr. Richard Parisi, the president of VASM, submitted a comprehensive review of the issues of education, examination, scope of practice, continuing education and job descriptions of unlicensed personnel that work in sleep labs.
#2.  Review of NOIRA
Ms. Yeatts explained the regulatory drafting procedure, including the timeline of how long it generally takes to complete the process and have regulations in effect.
#3.  Review of law
Ms. Yeatts briefly reviewed the law for polysomnography as the foundation for the Board’s authority to promulgate regulations.
#4.  Discussion of draft regulations
Ms. Yeatts then led the Advisory through the general outline of regulations for the profession, sections of which would be identical to some of the existing regulations for allied health professions.  She and the Advisory used Dr. Parisi’s excellent outline to discuss the requirements for education, the many different educational pathways, and the current and future examination options.   A considerable amount of work was done in two hours that will help Ms. Yeatts further write the specifics necessary to the regulations.  She suggested another meeting sometime in July to complete the review, such that draft regulations could be presented to the Board of Medicine Executive Committee at its August 5, 2011 meeting.  Friday afternoon was agreed to by the entire committee.  Ms. Morton-Opher will canvass the group by e-mail to pick a specific Friday in July.
