Council on Licensure, Enforcement and Regulation (CLEAR) Conference Report:

Key information from the conference was provided by Ms. Jones-Clarke, she expressed her gratitude for the opportunity to attend the conference. She stated there were approximately 400 attendees from Canada and the United States at the conference hosted by Virginia.





Online Licensing Quarterly Report:

Ms. Douglas reviewed the report, indicating system changes are being developed to prohibit online renewal of licenses that should not be renewed in Virginia due to nurse licensure compact issues.





Executive Director Report:

Additional information to the written report was provided to the Board from Ms. Douglas regarding her attending the Legislative Coalition of Virginia Nurses meeting and the Virginia Partnership for Nursing Annual meeting.





Nurse Licensure Compact Report:

Ms. Douglas provided an overview of the meeting held in Utah. Key items included:

· Mississippi Board of Nursing has not withdrawn from the Nurse Licensure Compact, the issues they had are being resolved.

· NURSYS has named a new administrator and is working will with 


member Boards on resolving issues.

· Criminal background check presentation. 

Board of Nursing Annual Statistical Report:

Ms. Ressler reported this is the first year the online option for submitting the annual report information was available to the nursing education programs.  All but one program submitted the information electronically.  She indicated a lack of faculty and clinical sites remains a concern statewide.

Maryland Board of Nursing/Excelsior Nursing Education Program:

Ms. Ressler contacted the Maryland Board of Nursing and was informed they have decided they will not license students that have completed the Excelsior program if they are enrolled after July 25, 2006.  The Maryland Board of Nursing and other states making similar decisions appear to be based on lack of clinical program components. Board discussion included the pass rate of 81% for 2005-2006 and 76% for the past five years for Excelsior.  Mr. Huber moved the Board request a representative from Excelsior College attend a Board meeting and provide information on their program.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.

Ms. Douglas summarized the current process for considering a case for summary suspension and Mr. Casway clarified the criteria for possible summary suspension cases and that the Board should consider whether continued practice would constitute a substantial danger.  The Board decided to include cases for possible summary suspension for cases involving adulteration of medication while the licensee is participating in the Health Practitioners Intervention Program.
