Ms. Ponn moved that the Board of Nursing indefinitely suspend the practical nursing license of Anise King for a period of not less than two years and until such time as she can appear before the Board and provide sufficient evidence that she is safe and competent to practice. 

The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

This decision shall be effective upon the entry by the Board of a written Order stating the findings, conclusions, and decision of this formal hearing panel.
