TELEPHONE CONFERENCE CALL
February 8, 2008
A telephone conference call meeting of the Virginia Board of Nursing was held February 8, 2008 at 9:00 A.M. The Board members participating in the meeting were Brenda Hale, R.N., Secretary; Peregrin C. Francisco, R.N., M.S.A.; Woody B. Hanes, R.N., M.S.N., F.N.P.; John M. Horn, L.P.N.;  Patricia C. Others participating in the meeting were Howard M. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Hale. With nine members of the Board participating, a quorum was established.  A poll of those participating showed that a good faith effort to convene a regular meeting within the week was not possible.

William Clay Garrett, Assistant Attorney General presented evidence that the continued nursing practice of  Letta Hall, LPN 0002-063730, may present a substantial danger to the health and safety of the public. 
Ms. Lane moved to summarily suspend the license of Letta Hall, LPN, pending a formal administrative hearing and to offer a consent order for suspension of her license to be stayed contingent upon proof of entry into the Health Practitioner’s Intervention Program and thereafter remaining in compliance with the term of the program in lieu of a formal hearing. The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.
William Clay Garrett, Assistant Attorney General presented evidence that the continued practice of nursing in Virginia by Kelly Dunagan, RN pursuant to a multistate privilege (based on Tennessee license # 135955)  may present a substantial danger to the health and safety of the public. 

Ms. Lindsay moved to summarily suspend the multistate privilege to practice nursing in Virginia of Kelly Dunagan, RN, pending a formal administrative hearing and to offer a consent order for indefinite suspension of her license in lieu of a formal hearing. The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.  
The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 A.M.
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
