PUBLIC COMMENT:
Ms. Satterlund, Virginia Association of Nurse Anesthetists (VANA), appeared before the Committee to request a review of current regulations regarding advanced nurse practitioners, specifically CRNA’s, in an effort to eliminate outdated terminology and promote efficient practice.  Ms. Satterlund referenced the Petition for Rule-making that was filed by VANA.   
DISPOSITION OF 


MINUTES:
The minutes of April 13, 2011 were reviewed for historical purposes.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Dr. Selig welcomed new members Louise Hartz and Robert Hickman, M.D., to the Committee of the Joint Boards of Nursing and Medicine.
Ms. Douglas provided an update regarding the implementation of online applications for Registered Nurses and Licensed Practical Nurses by endorsement and examination.  The Board anticipates implementing online applications for initial licensure and prescriptive authority for nurse practitioners in the near future.  Ms. Douglas advised the Committee that the number of Nurse Practitioners licensed as of September 6, 2011 was 6506, 3860 with Prescriptive Authority.  Lastly, Ms. Douglas stated that the data provided by NCSBN included a comparison between Virginia’s current laws and regulations and the APRN Consensus Model.  The data provided needs to be re-evaluated, as there are some inaccuracies.  Ms. Douglas plans to bring this to the attention of the appropriate NCSBN staff. 
Virginia Action Coalition

Ms. Douglas provided materials regarding the Virginia Action Coalition Workgroup’s access to care and team based care delivery.  The VNA and AARP are co-leads for the Virginia Action Coalition, which is addressing the review and implementation of the IOM report regarding the future of nursing.

Board of Health Professions
Ms. Gregory, BHP Board member, reported that a roundtable previously scheduled for October 14, 2011, had been postponed due to Board member vacancies.
Regulatory/Legislative Update
Ms. Yeatts commented on the legislation that passed last year authorizing nurse practitioners to sign death certificates.  She also indicated that training could be accessed through DHP’s website. Ms. Yeattts also advised the Committee that it could use this opportunity to discuss the Board of Nursing Petition for Rule-making, which has not been filed yet for comment.  Further, Ms. Yeatts advised that a review of the regulations is required every four years. 
Dr. Reynolds moved that the Committee recommend approval of the Petition for Rule-making to the Boards of Nursing and Medicine, and further recommended that the Boards begin a review of the Regulations Governing the Licensure of Nurse Practitioner’s. The motion passed by a vote of 5 to 1.

Dr. Dalton moved that the Board of Nursing and Board of Medicine limit its regulatory review to CRNA’s.  The motion failed with a vote of 1 to 5.

Prescription Monitoring Program Update
Ralph Orr provided the Committee with a brief overview of the PMP, and changes to the program to include the authorization of prescribers to share information with other prescribers.  The PMP currently has over 11, 0000 prescribers.
