A motion was made by Mr. Foy to recommend to the Board of Nursing to delete sections 54.1-3029 (B) and  54.1-3029 (C)  and to change the current language of section 54.1-3029 (A) (3) to read as follows: Has passed the National Certification Exam for Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork, the National Certification Exam for Therapeutic Massage, the licensing examination of the Federation of State Massage Therapy Boards, or an exam deemed acceptable to the Board of Nursing, to be submitted to the General Assembly. The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

DISCUSSION:
Licensure/Certification of Massage Therapist

Further discussion continued regarding the difference between licensure and certification of massage therapists. The Board agreed to continue this discuss regarding licensure and to invite other stakeholders to the next meeting to discuss the licensure of massage therapists further.
