Dr. Ingalls moved that the Committee of the Joint Boards of Nursing and Medicine accept the findings of fact and conclusions of law as presented by Ms. Jones and amended by the Committee.  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

Ms. Gerardo moved that the Committee of the Joint Boards of Nursing and Medicine issue an order of reprimand to Rahsheda Baker and indefinitely suspend her license to practice as a nurse practitioner and prescriptive authority, with said suspension stayed contingent upon her entry into the Virginia Health Practitioners Monitoring Program or a similar program in her primary state of residence and thereafter remaining in compliance with the program  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

If service of the order(s) is made by mail, 3 additional days shall be added to that period.  Upon such timely request for a formal hearing, the Order(s) shall be vacated.
