Board Findings: 

1. Ultimate Health School, PN Program, Manassas has been operating on Provisional or Conditional approval since 2006;

2.  Information was submitted from the program by letter on June 26, 2015 indicating simulation was incorporated into the curriculum, however, upon review by the Committee, simulation was not implemented in its entirety for mental health, maternity, and pediatrics;

3. The combination of clinical experiences and simulation do not meet the curriculum plan as presented by the program, or Board of Nursing regulations; and
4. There was insufficient evidence to support the faculty were qualified to teach in all areas and sufficient to prepare the students to achieve the objectives of the educational program [18 VAC 90-20-90.A.3 and B.1].
Action: Recommend to place the practical nursing program at Ultimate Health School on conditional approval until Board staff can conduct a survey visit in the first quarter of 2016 and the report is considered by the Education Special Conference Committee.  The focus of the survey visit will be on faculty qualifications, simulation experiences, and clinical experiences.

5.  Following the site visit and publication of the NCLEX-PN scores for 2015, an informal conference shall be convened to review Chester PN’s compliance with the Board Order and further consider Chester PN’s program approval status.
