	The conference was conducted to discuss allegations that he may have violated §54.1-3205.A, §54.1-3205.1 and §54.1-3215 (15) (16) and (17) of the laws governing the practice of optometry in the Commonwealth of Virginia. Specifically, that he may be practicing his profession as a lessee in a commercial or mercantile establishment, doing business as Pearle Vision.  Further, that his lease agreement allowed the landlord to inspect the premises of his practice and audit in books and records.

	After discussing the allegations in the Notice with Dr. Williams, the Committee convened in closed session for deliberations pursuant to Section 2.2-3711.A.28 of the Code of Virginia.
