Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law:
· Jeffrey F. Lane holds license number 0202-005254 issued by the Board to practice pharmacy in the Commonwealth of Virginia.  

· During the course of Mr. Lane’s employment as a pharmacist at Rite Aid #11240 (formerly Eckerd Drugs #8193), Williamsburg, Virginia, he violated § 54.1‑3316(7), § 54.1-3320(A)(1) and (6), § 54.1-3457(16) and § 54.1-3462(A)(1) of the Code, and 18 VAC 110-20-270(C) of the Board of Pharmacy Regulations in that, on December 21, 2006, he dispensed Rx #6626304 with Requip (ropinirole, Schedule IV) for a minor patient instead of the prescribed Risperdal (risperidone, Schedule VI).  The bottle was mislabeled as containing Risperdal.  

Sanction
· Jeffrey F. Lane will successfully complete four (4) hours of continuing pharmacy education in the subject of prescription errors.
