The Board met by conference call to receive information from Mr. Thorsen regarding requested modifications to the Board’s Order entered June 29, 2011 (Order).  Specifically, Mr. Thorsen requested that the Order be modified to allow Dr. Masood additional time in which to take and pass the National Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners’ (NBVME) Species Specific Examination for Small Animals.  The Order stated he must take and pass the examination within six months of the entry of the Order.  Mr. Thorsen requested that the Board consider revising the timeframe to ten months so that Dr. Masood would have additional study time.  Mr. Thorsen also requested that the fine be reduced from $1000 to $750.

DECISION:  
On properly seconded motion by Ms. Singleton, the Board voted unanimously, on condition of his voluntary withdrawal of his pending appeal, to revise the Order’s timeframe to ten months for Dr. Masood to take the NBVME Species Specific Examination for Small Animals.  The fine will remain at $1000.
